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competitiveness of the software industry. After a trough in 2016, China’s software export growth
rate has begun to change from double-digit growth to single-digit growth, and has begun a digital
transformation and cloud transformation improvement project from quantitative expansion to
quality improvement. Therefore, it must solve cloud outsourcing, establish standardized software
and service systems, software-related intellectual property protection systems, and software
engineers facing the transformation and upgrading of artificial intelligence. To provide more
software export and offshore service outsourcing for the future digital economy development such

as smart manufacturing, cross-border e-commerce, and cloud services, etc.

(7) Improving Asia-Pacific SMEs’ Policies against the Background of Global Value
Chains

A Comparison with EU
