Abstract: Tt was Spinoza who first raised the Jewish question. In Spinoza’s times the Netherlands had be—
come a battleground for imperialist powers. Spinoza made a detailed description of the good government i.e. the lib—
eral democratic government in A Theologico-Political Treatise. It is of great importance to explore the logical base of
Spinoza”’ s theory construction through the liberal democracy. First of all Spinoza applied historicism and documents
reading to the reconstruction of concepts separated theology from philosophy and religious laws from secular rules
and shattered the inherent superiority of the “permanent voter” of Judaism. Secondly in A Theologico-Political
Treatise Spinoza lashed out at the national foundation of the Jewish nation from the perspectives of human nature
and freedom. Finally Spinoza established liberal democracy on the basis of reconstructing theology and reinterpre—
ting the Jewish nation. As the liberal democracy was established after the collapse it is difficult to find out its effec—
tiveness in problem-solving. Facing the present Palestinian-sraeli conflict the academic circle is urgently required
to contribute more to the resolution of centuries-old conflict of the Jewish people.

DPRK'’ s Five Monetary Reforms and the Implication

Abstract: DPRK’s Monetary reforms have already attracted the world” s attention. Tt is important to systematical—
ly understand the motives the process and the results of these reforms. Through the establishment of the state-owned
central bank DPRK formed autonomous bank system in 1946 which can issue sovereign currency independently. In
1947 1995 1979 1992 and the year of 2009 five monetary reforms were conducted in succession. These reforms
caused significant changes in commodity price price standard and the amount of social currency in circulation. With
different social backgrounds and policy effects the reforms sometimes consolidated foundation of monetary system and
improved the control of the central bank over macro-economy. Sometimes however they caused the disorder of monetar—
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y system and excessive price fluctuations and as a result made negative impact on the stable development of national
economy. DPRK has reviewed the experience and carried out researches on the new monetary system and reform of cen—
tral bank that are suitable for domestic economic operation.

Kim Ji-nam’s Buk Jeong Nok and the Mukden Boundary Determination

Abstract: Korean interpreter Kim Ji-nam accompanied General Mukden during the China—Xorea boundary in—
vestigation in 1712 and recorded the whole process in his diary Buk Jeong Nok which has become the important
materials to study the Mukden boundary determination. However some records are ambiguous as Kim did not con—
duct an on-site investigation due to his old age. Thus more literatures are needed to refer to apart from Buk Jeong
Nok to clarify the source of Tumen River and the real HongdanRiver. The diary also reveals that China focused on
the boundary determination upon the Changbai Mountain in order to dispel Korea’s doubts while hiding its purpose
of making the map ( The Emperor’s Complete Territory) . This reflects different attitudes of both sides toward the
boundary investigation and the real situation of suzerain-vassal exchanges.
