The New Characteristics ,Essence and Prospect of Modi's Language Policy

The Taliban's Counter-Narcotics Policy in Afghanistan Since Its
Return to Power: Motivations, Effects,and Challenges

In April 2022, the Afghan Taliban announced a comprehensive drug ban.
The change of its role from rebel to ruler,the internal drive of religious ideology,
the practical needs of the severe domestic social situation,and the comprehensive
effect of various external factors were the main internal and external motives of
Taliban’ s second anti-drug campaign after 2000. The Taliban has achieved
remarkable results in eradicating the cultivation of poppies and cannabis, curbing
the production of chemical synthetic drugs, and combating drug smuggling over
the past two years. However,the anti-drug campaign has also brought about short—
term adverse effects such as turbulence in the drug market, the impact on
farmers’ livelihoods , sharp fluctuations in the national economy,and constant local
protests and riots, and it also faces many long-erm challenges. Afghanistan has
ushered in a rare opportunity to completely solve the drug problem, but this
requires the Taliban to promote a comprehensive improvement in the country’s
economy and people’s livelihood, as well as timely and active response and
assistance from the international community to prevent the resurgence of drug

activities.
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
